Commissioner Brooks stated he would like to make an addition to the joint meeting with
Chatham County Commissioners as follows:

We made them aware of some of the ways the county had benefited from the use of
Pittsboro water when they were buying it; such as when the state had the county under
moratorium, it possibly helped them get Governors Club started and some of the growth
in North Chatham was made possible with our water.

The County stated they were going to bring a water line from the southern part of the
county up 64 on the Alex Cockman Road and we asked that they look at the possibility of
some type connectivity with Pittsboro at that point. It’s about 5 %2 miles from Pittsboro.

Commissioner Walker amended his motion to include Commissioner Brooks’ addition
and Commissioner Griffin amended his second.

CHATHAM HABITAT FOR HUMANITY

Rezoning Request by Chatham Habitat for Humanity. Parcel is located directly to the
south of their existing store at 467 West Street. The request is to rezone the parcel from
R-12 to C-2.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Bob Gabor, Chatham Habitat for Humanity spoke in favor of the rezoning. They would
like to have both stores close together. They currently have the one on West Street and
the second one is on Salisbury Street. The profits from the two stores funded three
homes this fiscal year.

FY 2004-2005 BUDGET
PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Charles R. Devinney stated that he noticed in the paper a few weeks ago that the Town
Manager received a $10,000 increase in his salary. He feels the town employees should
receive more than a 1.5% increase. He is proud of the board for holding the tax rate
down. He does not have a problem with a 20% water increase but he does have a
problem with it if you don’t enforce your own ordinances and fee structures. A couple of
weeks ago you waived a fee which means the users of the system will have to
compensate for that. With all the development at the northern end of Town, he hopes the
developers are paying for all the improvements that are going on. Noticed we had made
an agreement with one developer to reserve 200,000 gallons at a rate of $500,000 he feels
that is too low. He thinks the board is trying to do a good job.

THOROUGHFARE PLAN
Jamal Alavi went over the proposed thoroughfare plan.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Peggy Bolejack asked about the widening of 87/Graham Road.



Mr. Alavi advised Ms. Bolejack that her concerns were about the bypass not the
thoroughfare plan.

Commissioner Bryan asked Mr. Alavi if he could look at the traffic situation down the
Moncure Road since it had been mentioned about Old 87/Graham Road.

Motion made by Commissioner Brooks seconded by Commissioner Griffin to go out of
public hearing.

APPROVAL FY 2004-2005 BUDGET ORDINANCE

Motion made by Commissioner Cotten to okay the budget ordinance leaving the water
and sewer rates as they currently are for the time being and including a 3% COLA.

Motion died for the lack of a second.

Motion made by Commissioner Walker seconded by Commissioner Griffin to approve
the FY 2004-2005 budget ordinance which includes a 3% COLA.

Commissioner Brooks asked if general revenues would cover it.
Manager Hughes stated some of it would have to come from fund balance.
Commissioner Cotten stated he still has a problem with the water and sewer rates.

Commissioner Bryan stated hopefully when we get the right volume of usage we will be
able to reduce the rates.

Commissioner Brooks stated our largest customer was subsidizing others (Townsend).

SITE PLAN 290 EAST STREET

Planner Monroe stated the stormwater device just off the northwest corner of the Thomas
site is a stormwater junction box, not an inlet. It connects a pipe crossing business 64



from the north and a pipe from an inlet just over the crest of the hill to the west of Taylor
Street.

The pipe leaving the junction box continues in a southerly direction and has become
disconnected from the pipe that flows southeast to the stormwater ditch. Reconnecting
those pipes and relocating the pipe so it is not under the footprint of the building would
allow this stormwater system to continue to function and would provide the underground
pipe to which downspouts could be connected.

The stormwater on Business 64 east of Taylor Street is entering this site at the first
driveway, is flowing across the lot and into the stormwater ditch. The scour seen at the
ditch could be abated if that driveway was abandoned and curbing were installed. This
would allow stormwater to continue flowing in the gutter rather than entering the site. It
would enter the inlet located in the easternmost driveway and then be pipe into the
stormwater ditch.

Motion made by Commissioner Cotten seconded by Commissioner Griffin to approve the
site plan for 290 East Street with the following conditions:

=

Removal of the extra parking space at the entrance to the ReMax lot;
Execution and recording of a shared parking agreement;

Installation of curb stops on the 10 parking spaces on the west side of the ReMax
property;

Flattening the slope of the east side of the parking lot;

Connecting downspouts to an underground stormwater pipe;

Executing a water/sewer line easement across the ReMax property;
Reconnecting the pipe leaving the junction box continuing in a southerly
direction;

8. Abandoning the first driveway at the entrance to the ReMax lot.
