TIME WARNER CABLE

Audit of Time-Warner Cable request for rate increase as provided by Mr. Bob Sepe,
Action Audits as our agent under contract with Triangle J Council of Government and
associated resolution determining that the requested rate increase is unreasonable.

Commissioner Brooks stated his last bill had already went up $5.00 and the bill stated it
was due upon receipt and they normally have 10 days to pay.

Commissioner Walker stated Time Warner ran an ad stating they would make
adjustments on customers’ bill for when they were out of service during the ice storm and
he has not seen an adjustment to his bill.

Commissioner Bryan stated he received an adjustment.

Motion made by Commissioner Brooks seconded by Commissioner Walker to let Time-
Warner Cable know that the Town of Pittsboro is opposed to any further increase.

REFUND - SOLID WASTE FEE

Motion made by Commissioner Cotten seconded by Commissioner Bryan to refund
$144.00 solid waste fee to Lugenia Moore Est., the house has not had a solid waste
container in three years. Vote Aye-5 Nay-0

TOWN MANAGER’S REPORT

Hydrostructures recommends that more intensive study of the Masonic Street outfall be
conducted. This phase will involve additional manhole inspections, instantaneous flow
reading and ultimately t.v. of the most offending sections. Manager Montgomery gave
the following three options:

1. He has asked Jay Johnston, PE of Hydrostructures to prepare a proposal to
proceed with the second phase contemplated in the I/I study called, Sewer
System Evaluation Study, SSES, with the focus on the most offending
collection system basins;

2. Employ Hydrostructures employee @ $45.00/hr. to assist the Town of
Pittsboro employees to obtain instantaneous flow information;



3. Purchase “flow poke”, cost $1,750.00 and utilize our employees to take and
compile instantaneous flow data, then consult with Hydrostructures for
analysis.

Commissioner Cotten asked how this would be paid for.

The consensus of the Board was for Hydrostructures to prioritize the areas of greatest
concerns and to give a cost of doing this.

Manager Montgomery requested approval to replace rewash Valves for #1, #3 and #3
filters at the Water Treatment Plant. The replacement of rewash valves for #1 and #2
filters were contemplated during the budget process but not included. Rewash valves are
used to facilitate the settling of filter media following prescribed, as determined by filter
run times, “backwashing” of filters thus reducing the time filters are off-line.

Motion made by Commissioner Cotten seconded by Commissioner Walker to make the
necessary preparations to replace #1 and #2 and repair #3 at a cost not to exceed
$7,500.00. Vote Aye-5 Nay-0

Commissioner Cotten has resigned as a delegate to Triangle J Council of Governments.
They meet on the 4™ Wednesday of each month.

Commissioner Bryan thanked Commissioner Cotten for serving in this capacity.

Motion made by Commissioner Brooks seconded by Commissioner Bryan to appoint
Chris Walker as the delegate and Nancy May as the alternate.

Commissioner Cotten stated he would like to see the Charter updated.

Motion made by Commissioner Brooks seconded by Commissioner Walker to ask
Attorney Messick to review the information Commissioner Cotten provide the Board
with and make a recommendation back to the Board.

Motion made by Commissioner Bryan to terminate Hugh Montgomery at 5 p.m. on
January 28, 2003, pay him at his current salary for three months (after all vacation is
used), and to pay his benefits for three months, seconded by Commissioner Brooks.

Commissioner Cotten stated this is very unfair to Mr. Montgomery. He has not been
present to defend himself. When Mr. Montgomery came to Pittsboro the Town was in
chaos. That is not so now due to Mr. Montgomery. His knowledge and expertise in
water/street/wastewater for out way personality conflicts. He prepared some
recommendations for him since he thought that what was going to be done.
Commissioner Walker brought him a reprint from Popular Government dated 1994 —
